 Izzi Metz begins his third season at Wilkes fol-
lowing a 14-13 overall record and an appearance 
in the MAC Freedom championship game in his 

second season at the helm of the Colonels program.
Metz came to Wilkes after three years at Division I and Atlantic 
Coast Conference member Boston College starting as the Direc-
tor of Basketball Operations in 2011 before moving to an assistant 
coach role this past season. Prior to his time at Boston College, 
Metz served five successful seasons as head coach at Division III 
Hobart College in Geneva, N.Y. During his tenure as the head 
coach at Hobart, Metz compiled a 69-62 record and guided the 
Statesmen to a Liberty League regular season championship and 
ECAC Upstate tournament title in 2010-11. His team finished 
with a 21-7 mark, setting the school’s single-season record for 
wins. Metz also served as an assistant coach at Division I Cornell 
University under Donohue from 2001-06. A 1998 graduate of 
Hobart with a degree in Economics, Metz played basketball for 
the Statesmen.

 Stefan Thompson begins his third season on the 
Wilkes sidelines under head coach Izzi Metz. 
Thompson is no stranger to coach Metz having 
played under the Colonels mentor at Hobart 
College the first two years of his college career in 
2009-10 and 2010-11 during Metz’s tenure with 

the school. A three-time All-Liberty League First Team selec-
tion, Thompson was named Liberty League Player of the Year as a 
senior in 2013 when he led the Statesmen to a 21-7 overall record. 
He was also named Second Team All-American by the National 
Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC), First Team ECAC 
Upstate, and First Team All-East D3hoops.com as a senior.
