« Wilkes finished 1-2 at the NY/PA Duals with a 38-6 win against Hunter
College after falling to No. 11 Cortland 23-20 and NYU 34-6.

o Wilkes finished in tenth place at the Ned McGinley Invitational to open
the season two weeks ago as one Colonel earned a top-six finish. Freshman
Kyle Trout took home fifth place at 125-pounds in the tournament.

Head Coach Jon Laudenslager

Lon Laudens\l/ilﬁer will begin his 15th season at the

elm of the Wilkes Universit}flwrestlin program.
During his fourteen years as head coach, Laudenslager
has led Wilkes to a dual match record of 222-88-5
(.683) includin%thirteen winning seasons, and has
posted at least 13 wins eleven times, Prior to
appointment as head coach for the 2003-04 season,
Laudensla%ger served as an assistant coach for the
Colonels for three years.

Laudenslager coached his first-ever NCAA Diyi-

sion III National Champion in freshman Matthew
Grossmann (133) in 2014-15. Grossmann became the
Colonels 11th champion and the first Wilkes wrestler
to capture a national title since 1975, earning several
Freshman of the Year honors in the process.

Under Laudenslager’s guidance, the Colonels have
become a consistent force in Division III, rankin

as high as 5th nationally during the 2013-14 season.
Wilkes finished 18-3 capturin%the prograny’s first-
ever East Reﬁlional championship while sending six
wrestlers to NCAASs including All-American Mark
Hartenstine (4th/149).

In 2012-13, the Colonels set a school record with
19-straight dual match wins breaking the previous
mark of 18 set in 1979-80. Wilkes finished 19-3 send-
ing four wrestlers to NCA A’ including its second
straight National Runner-Up Kris Krawchuk.

With six Metropolitan Conference place-winners,
including two-time conference champion and Na-
tional Runner-Up (two-time All-American) Anthony
Dattolo, Laudenslager led Wilkes to a 19-4 record in
2011-12, the fifth straight year with atleast 15 victo-
ries.

Climbing as high as 15th nationally during the 2009-
10 season, the Colonels finished thilear with a school
record 22 wins and a second place Metropolitan Con-
ference finish. Wilkes boasted seven place-winners,
with Frank Heffernan and Zach Pizarro taking home
individual titles, while Pizarro earned All-American
status.

On January 30 of that season, Laudenslager earned his
100th career dual victory, the second to ever achieve
the feat at Wilkes after légendary coach John Reese
(514 career wins).

In 2008-09, Laudenslager guided the Colonels to a
17-6-2 record, winning the Metropolitan team cham-
pionship. The Colonels placed seven wrestlers into the
conference tournament finals, with 133 Josh Pauling,
149 Erik Smith and 197 Zach Pizarro claiming titles.
The Colonels ranked as high as 12th in the NWCA

olls that season, and qualified five wrestlers to the
national tournament in Iowa.

In the summer of 2010, Laudenslager was selected
by the NWCA as a mentor for the 2010 Leadership
Academy. He also served on the Division III NCAA
Committee from 2006-2010.

Laudenslager is a former standout wrestler for the
Colonels, earning four varsity letters from 1994 to
1998 while wrestling at the Division I level. He broke
onto the scene as a rookie when he fashioned an
overall record of 24-7 while wrestling at both 126 and
134 pounds, Laudenslager finished fitth at the EIWA
Championships and earned EIWA Rookie of the Year
honors. His performance helped Wilkes fashion a dual
match record of 14-10-1 and CIE)Ip a tenth place finish
at the EIWA Cham{)ionships. e also ended his fresh-
man season with a team-leading nine wins by fall.

As a junior Laudenslager concluded the season with
an overall record of 17-10 at 134 pounds. He posted
six wins by fall and came close to knocking off ETWA
champion’Carl Keske from Cornell University, drop-
ping a hard-fought 11-9 decision. He also earned a
second-place finish at the West Point Open, while
claiming the team’s Shawn Galbreath Academic
Coaches Award.

A graduate of Wilkes with a degree in Psychologz,
Laudenslager is only the seventh head coach in the
long and storied history of the Colonels wrestling
program.
